Presentation of Awards at approximately 3.30 pm – a shoot off may be necessary
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PROCEDURE (Taken from 2023-2024 NFYFC Clay Pigeon Shooting Rules):
1. PROCEDURE
1.1. The Competitor is required to hit a moving target in the form of a clay pigeon from traps positioned in different places to encourage a range of speed, distance, height and positioning of the clays.
1.2. Competitors are to always ensure the safety of their gun at all times and a valid shotgun licence must be available on demand. 
1.3. Each licence holder can supervise ONE gun only. Competitors without their own licence are still able to compete but must be supervised by one noncompeting licence holder. Anyone aged under 15 must be closely supervised at all times by someone over 21

1.4. Travelling with a shotgun. If you need to stop, park where the vehicle can be seen and reverse up to a wall making potential access to the guns difficult. The vehicle should be locked and alarmed. You might also use security cables, vehicle mounted gun safes and other precautions, such as removing parts as an additional security measure.

1.5. Firearms Legislation must be always adhered to at all times. Competitors are responsible for the safety and insurance of their gun. 

1.6. Suitable ear, eye and head protection must be worn throughout the competition by both competitors and spectators.

1.7. One entry per shooter. 

1.8. Maximum 12 bore to be used with a minimum barrel length of 26”. 

1.9. Maximum load of 28gram/ 1oz. For safety reasons cartridges, no higher than 28g and of shot sizes 7 or smaller, are allowed to be used.
1.10. Each group will be allowed 1 option to view the target, and this will be monitored by the BASC Steward on the day.
1.11. Coaching is forbidden.

1.12. No live quarry to be shot or shot at.

1.13. Competitors must not touch any traps or equipment belonging to the shooting ground. 

1.14. No loading of ammunition outside the cages. When moving between cages, all guns must be empty and carried broken or in a gun slip.  Any ammunition found in the gun outside the cages leads to automatic disqualification.

2. At the NFYFC Final

2.1. At the National Final an entry fee will be required of £22.50 which will be taken on the day of the competition payable to the shooting ground.
2.2. When booking in, competitors will be required to sign a declaration (Section 21) that they have read the rules and procedures of the shooting ground and agree to abide by these rules. This will be provided by the Shooting Ground.
2.3. Competitors will then be squaded on the day of the competition and will be accompanied to each stand by a BASC steward.
2.4. Competitors must supply their own gun – guns will not be available to use on the day of the NFYFC Competition.
2.5. For the YFC Competition members can only compete if they have reached their 14th birthday on the 1st September 2024 due to the NFYFC Insurance Policy.

2.6. Competitors to provide their own gun. Guns WILL NOT be available to hire from the Shooting Ground.
2.7. Competitors to supply their own or Cartridges or they can be purchased at the ground approximately £9.00 for 25 cartridges.
2.8. Absentee form – if you wish to leave the shooting ground before the end of the competition then an absentee form is to be sent through to NFYFC.  To note however, you may be required to take part in a shoot-off.
3. SCALE OF MARKS
3.1. Points accrued for targets shot.

3.2. In the event of a tie a shoot off will determine the overall winner.
3.3. Any disputes must be reported to either Matt Dutton (BASC Stewards) or our NFYFC Chief Steward.
NOTE: 

If you find that you are not able to compete in this final, please immediately contact your County Office and NFYFC as the next highest scoring team in the County Final can then be invited to represent the County. 

1. Fines & Late Withdrawal of Entries (including Parental Consent Forms)
1.1. No deposits will be required prior to the NFYFC final.

1.2. However, withdrawals or cancelations made in the two (2) weeks before the day of the final will result in a fine of £25
1.3. Teams will be fined £100 for withdrawing within 48 hrs of the competition final  

1.4. Individuals will be fined £40 for withdrawing within 48 hrs of the competition final 
1.5. Competitors that fail to submit their parental consent form 48 hrs before the competition final will receive a fine amounting to £40. Entire teams that fail to submit their parental consent form 48 hrs before the competition final will receive a fine amounting to £100. 

1.6. All fines are invoiced to County Federations and not the team/individual.

1.7. This rule applies to ALL Competitions at NFYFC Semi-finals and finals.

1.8. Area Finals held within the fine period will be subjected to the charges.

1.9. Fines will be imposed if the Area final is within the fine period

1.10. A fine of £75 will be imposed on those teams withdrawing from Fence Erecting on the day of the competition to cover the cost of the fencing materials

PARENTAL CONSENT FORMS & PHOTOGRAPHIC CONSENT FORMS

NFYFC have already sent out Jot Forms to all those under the age of 18 to parents/guardians the response must be received to NFYFC by Wednesday 18th July 2025.  No YFC member under the age of 18 years on the day of the NFYFC final can participate in the competition final without a completed and signed Parental Consent form – no exceptions.

4. AWARDS NFYFC FINAL
4.1. Trophy and NFYFC Prize Cards for individual placed 1st
4.2. NFYFC Prize Cards to individual placed 2nd and 3rd
4.3. An NFYFC Certificate of Achievement will be awarded to all those who have competed.
Presentation of Awards – Announcement of the Rules will be made at the end of the Shoot with a representative of BASC.  
NOTES
1. MEMBERSHIP CARDS - Failure to show a membership card will require members aged 18 or over to confirm their ID using another form of photo-ID and paying a £20 fine.  They must also, within 7 days of the competition, confirm that they are a member of a YFC Club affiliated to the NFYFC.   If this is not confirmed, the competitor/the whole team will be automatically disqualified from the competition and marks will be re-awarded accordingly – Please do not leave home without your card.

2. Absentee Form to be returned to NFYFC by the Wednesday, 18th June 2025..

Things to bring with you on the day of Clay Shooting Final – required when booking in at the YFC desk:-


YFC membership card – printed out or on your phone/device – if you cannot present your card, you will be fined £10.00 before being able to join the competition final and another form of ID will be required.





Gun licence - MUST be presented (licences must signed and in date).  No licence, or an out-of-date licence  means  you will not be able to compete on the day.  There cannot be any exceptions to this.


If you are shooting on another person’s licence, the licence holder must accompany you to the final, bring their licence (in date) and the licence holder must chaperone you during the competition.  You will be asked to complete a Section 21 Declaration, which will be held by the shooting ground.  This is required for those over 18 only.





Licence Holder – the license holder of the gun to be used on the day MUST register the gun and present themselves to the BASC Stewards on the Day.





Payment of Entry - Oakedge – Sue to collect from each person a £22.50 entry fee.





BASC safe shot certificate (or email confirming completion of this online training course) – completed on or after 06 July 2022 as the course must have been completed within three years of the NFYFC competition final.  This online course is free of charge and can be done here by clicking the link -  �HYPERLINK "https://nfyfc.us5.list-manage.com/track/click?u=7217597e1d14391563ff52412&id=f2e08e8054&e=e16b39d8fc" \t "_blank"��‘Safe Shot’ online theory test� to take part in the competition.  If you have taken this course within the last 3 years you will still be registered so no need to take again.  This course must be completed by the 1st July 2025.  (This certificate must be taken every three years to ensure CPD is maintained).
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
